Each of our 13 outpost cabins, located 15 to 40 miles from the Main Base on 

Confederation Lake, offers a remote and well-equipped retreat for guests. Regularly licensed and inspected by the 

Ontario Government, each cabin has its own unique charm while featuring separate bedrooms, running water, and a 

shower. Furnished with bunk beds and mattresses, wood-burning stoves, propane cooking stoves, refrigerators, solar 

lights, and a full range of dishes, pots, pans, and utensils, the cabins provide all the essentials for a comfortable stay 

(plans include food!).  

For fishing and boating needs, each outpost is fully stocked with boats, motors, mixed fuel, boat seats with backs, 

cushions, nets, and paddles. A convenient outdoor privy is situated about 75 feet from each cabin. Guests are asked to 

clean the cabins and boats before departure, ensuring a fresh start for the next visitor.  

Outpost Trip. On the first day of your trip, you’ll arrive at our Main Base, where you have the option to spend 

your first night in a fully furnished cabin with us or head straight to your outpost destination. Before your flight to the 

outpost, we’ll provide you with a detailed map of your lake, marked with the latest hot spots to help you get the most 

out of your fishing experience. You’ll also have the chance to chat with departing guests to hear firsthand about their 

catches and gain insights on the best spots to reel in fish.

657 in Ear Falls & follow signs 
and power lines to KaBeelo Lodge.
