All of our 13 outpost cabins are located between 15 and 40 miles from our Main
Base on Confederation Lake and are licensed and inspected by the Ontario Government on a regular basis. While
each cabin is unique, they all have separate bedrooms, running water and a shower. They are all outfitted with
bunks and mattresses, wood burning stoves, propane cooking stove and refrigerator, solar lights, dishes, pots,
pans and all cooking and eating utensils (remember — most plans include food!). The outposts are also equipped
with boats, motors, mixed fuel, boat seats (with backs), cushions, nets, paddles — just about everything you will
need. An outdoor privy is located about 75 feet from the cabin. Guests are responsible for cleaning the cabins and

boats before departure.

Arrive at the main base on day 1 of your trip. In most cases you will have the choice to enjoy
your first night at your outpost destination, or stay with us at the main base in a fully furnished cabin. Before you fly
to your outpost, we will give you a map of your lake marked with the most recent hot spots. You will also be able

to talk with the departing guests and find out where they caught fish.
